Also, subject experts in the field from Canada and India have been invited to deliver the plenary 

lectures. Selected papers (and plenary lectures if possible) from this conference will be published 

in an edited volume.

(A) Theme for the Conference 

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), were adopted by all UN Member States in 2015 as 

a call to action to end poverty, protect the planet and ensure peace and prosperity for all by 2030. 

Goal 11 focuses on making cities and human settlements, inclusive, safe, resilient and 

sustainable. The COVID 19 pandemic has set us back several time periods in our quest to attain 

the different SDGs, including goal 11. This conference aims to discuss and highlight the impact 

of the pandemic, major lessons that can be learned and policy interventions needed to maintain 

inclusivity, safety, resilience and sustainability of our urban areas. The broad theme of the 

conference is: “COVID-19 and Issues of Urban Sustainability in India and Canada.” The 

sub-themes of the conference are as follows:
